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What Do Your Pray For? 

 

Throughout the world, people reach out to the Divine in prayer. Prayer is the language of faith 
through which we pour out the soul’s deepest longings, find strength and comfort, give thanks, 
and connect with the sacred-however we define it. Recently Beliefnet and U.S. News and 
World Report teamed up to conduct an online poll about prayer. More than 5600 people 
answered, 64% of whom said they pray more than once a day. What is it they pray for? 

Just about everything. The results revealed that what people pray for ranges from requests for 
guidance, healing, and protection to pleas for a soulmate, a better job--or even a good parking 
spot. 
 
Perhaps even more fascinating than what people pray for are the answers they get in 
response to their petitions. What constitutes an "answered prayer"? According to our survey, 
some of us believe our prayers serve to directly fulfill our wishes (overcoming an addiction, 
finding a misplaced object), while others believe answered prayers come in the form of 
intimacy with God, comfort in a time of crisis, or increased awareness of one's blessings. 
When we asked readers to "describe any times when your prayers were answered," we were 
flooded with dramatic examples. These responses offer a fascinating glimpse into the powerful 
way prayer affects people's lives. Here are some of their stories.  
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1.  My prayers are answered daily! I have food to eat, access to my medicine, healthy 
children, good friends, loving relatives, my father that is in his late 80's, 2 brothers, that I 
had a loving mother, wonderful aunts and uncles, a warm home to live in, a good job, a 
wonderful education, the internet to meet new people that I would never have met 
otherwise, access to knowledge of the internet....... I am a very lucky woman!   

 
 

2.  I was sick and needed medication we couldn't afford. We prayed and a friend called 
offering us a portion of an inheritance check she received that day.  

 
 

3.  Well, my wife and I prayed for children when we got married, 27 years ago, but we never 
got any, so we adopted. Today we are caring for 4 grandkids (aged 5 months to 10 
years), being both their grandparents and foster parents. So God did answer our prayers, 
he said "Later, when you're more mature”… 

 
 

4.  My prayers are usually answered in ways I don't expect. I pray for strength and I am given 
difficult experiences where I am forced to be strong. I pray for faith and I lose my job and 
my whole life becomes unsure and I must rely and strengthen my faith to survive.   

 
 

5.  Peace flows into my heart every time i offer prayer and praises to Allah.    
 

6.  My prayers are always answered because I always ask God to do His Will in my life and 
that of my friends and family. The more urgent the prayer, usually quicker the answer, but 
there are other times that it is a process and over time you gradually begin to see the 
results. Prayer is more than just asking God for things though, it is asking Him for His 
presence in our lives and in our world because with Him there is hope, and the chance of 
real happiness. Without Him there is just an empty void. Your questions don't begin to 
cover the right ground. Prayer is to establish a relationship with God and you search for 
Him constantly (not in any specific setting). A relationship with Him that makes you feel 
hopeful and happy. So prayer is a state of mind. It is like walking around and living life 
with God beside you as your best friend, your guide, your leader. Of course, being the 
kind and gentle God that He is, he too cares about everyone and knows that not everyone 
prays in the same way, but He likes us to pray for others and for their wellbeing because 
we are ALL His children.  
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7.  My son was having problems with alcohol and his life was really messed up and he was 
not himself...friends and family prayed for him and he is like a different person. He hasn't 
been drinking and he's his old self again! I thank God for this blessing, because I KNOW 
that it was through prayer and that God saved him through His grace.    

 
 

8.  I don't look for my prayers to be answered. I don't view prayer as a petition or wish list 
before God.   

 
 

9.  My prayers are always answered. I believe God answers all prayers just not always in the 
way we plan some time you have to look deeper and listen carefully for the still small 
voice within that will lead and guide you.   

 
 

10.  My daughter is the answer to my prayers.   
 
 

11.  Frequently. I am in the chats-with-God sector of people who pray. Since I consider God to 
be my friend, I benefit from the small miracles that come with that friendship -- usually 
peace of mind or a sense of perspective about whatever is going on. I also try hard to 
answer God's prayers -- or orders depending on ones point of view.   

 
 

12.  God answers my prayers all the time, but I am often so absorbed in myself or life 
happening around me that I don't always see it. He often answers indirectly in ways that I 
don't expect. And just because I pray for it, does not mean that I should always get it, so 
sometimes His answer to me is "No".   

 
 

13.  I've seen health issues resolved, financial concerns answered, relational problems 
corrected, everyday life issues smoothed out and safety of person and property 
manifested. Faith is strengthened thought prayer and prayer becomes more important as 
faith increases. The Godhead is real and fully functional in life.   

 
 

14.  God healed me of a heart condition and cancer.   
 
 

15.  I spent two years as a missionary for the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints. I 
know that there were times when I could see specific answers to things I had asked God 
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for. I believe they were answered because I was doing what I should have been doing 
and in the place I should have been.   

 
 

16.  Three years ago our daughter had liver failure. I remembered reading in the Bible where 
Christ said if two or more people prayed to him for the same thing that his father in 
heaven (God) would answer that prayer. My wife and I prayed for her every day in the 
hospital chapel and anywhere we could be alone. I also sent E-mail to everyone I knew 
and asked them to pray for her. She received a liver transplant and is healthy today. She 
was married three years ago and has a 22 month old healthy son. I believe that god 
answered our prayers and the prayers of everyone who prayed for our daughter.   

 
 

17.  I live in an area with LOTS of heavy traffic and I drive frequently. Whenever I'm in my car, 
I pray for those around me and myself and that I will be alert. Recently I had 3 close calls 
in one day but was able to react quickly and avoid an accident. I believe that was more an 
answer to prayers than my specific skill. I also believe prayers can be "stored up" for 
when they are needed (Rev 5:8 talks about vials of prayers). When my daughter began to 
drive I did a lot of praying for her safety. At 17 she was run over and in ICU for a week but 
her injuries could have been so much worse or fatal. However, she completely recovered 
and I now have a beautiful graddaughter who is at the top of my prayer list.   

 
 

18.  Too numerous to answer here! Most dramatic was when I received a complete healing of 
a heart condition, given one year to live at 18 and now 55. God Heals! as a pastor one 
Sunday I prayed for a blind man who had been blind since birth (40 years) and his sight 
was completely restored! However, I have also had people pass on to the Lord as I pray 
for them in my arms proving it is always God's will and NOT ours being done!   

 
 

19.  Just today, in fact, I had an experience where my prayers were answered. I have been 
praying for someone to be a friend, as I just moved to a new area, and can't seem to find 
someone to relate to. This morning, I woke up an hour late, and had to take a later bus to 
work. There was a guy on the bus who I had a conversation with, and in the process 
found that his wife had very similar life experiences to my own. Alhamdulilah (thanks be to 
God) I've found someone to talk with, and inshaAllah (God willing) be friends with.   

 
 

20.  I seldom pray for a specific outcome to a specific situation, but for the knowledge of God's 
will for me and the willingness and courage to carry it out.   
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21.  Often I feel like my prayers are answered though rarely in the form that I envisioned or 
would have specifically hoped for, though in hindsight I see the wisdom of the path that 
God chose. When my husband died sudddenly at the age of 33, I was crushed. I prayed 
for wisdom and strength and hope and the purpose to go on. Don't ask me what I was 
doing praying because at the time I was an agnostic - though a truly desperate one. My 
prayers weren't answered quickly, but rather in time I was shown the path where I could 
find what I needed.....a caring church community and a compassionate and empathetic 
pastor. I'm no longer an agnostic but a faithful Christian. That, in and of itself, is the 
answer to my prayer.   

 
 

22.  I had a fight with my mother. She is known to be stubborn. She didn't talk to me for days 
and has a reputation of not talking to people, no matter who they are for, for weeks. Well 
one day i cried to God and pray that I need someone to hold me and love me as a 
mother. So when I finished reading the Quran, she comes to me and hugs me out of no 
where. :D   

 
 

23.  I feel prayers are answered most often when I or others are open to receive the help and 
if the prayers are sincere. Specifically, I live with a chronic disorder and I believe prayer 
gets me through each day no matter how severe the symptoms and enable me to have 
some "normal" days   

 
 

24.  I pray because it gives me security, hope, helps me express what I am feeling- not 
because I really believe some specific being will answer.   

 
 

25.  I had to have my heart stop and then restarted. I was alone and very afraid. I prayed 
everytime the fear would come upon me the two weeks prior to the schedueled event. As 
I was going under I saw a ray of sun shine and a hand and heard a voice say I am here 
Becky and I said I know Lord. When I came out of the procedure I told everyone and it 
has changed my life.   

 
 

26.  My prayers are anwered every day. It might not be exactly what I pray for; but at the 
weakest, darkest moment, when you feel the burden getting heavier that is when God lifts 
me up out of every situation and I mean blessings coming out of nowhere so many I can't 
keep track of. God has taught me the rewards of patience.   
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27.  Prayed for car for my daughter who had a great need but not a lot of money. Asked the 
Lord to send her a reliable car that she could afford. The next day in talking to co worker 
she mentioned that she was selling her second car. Price was right and deal happened.   

 
 

28.  My prayers are for guidance, wisdom and strength to deal with problems in life -- not for 
specific outcomes. I believe those prayers are always answered, because the act of 
praying creates the state of mind that I seek. "Prayer doesn't change things: Prayer 
changes people, and people change things."   

 
 

29.  When I was pregnant with my daughter and went into labor..the Dr. said there was 
meconium (baby's stool) in my water. My own sister lost her baby in 1991 because upon 
delivery the child breathed in the stool and got a fatal lung infection and died. I prayed as 
hard as I could for God to please save my daughter. And He did. The doctor checked on 
her a few hours after she was born and said it was a miracle she did not breathe in the 
meconium.   

 

30.  I believe all prayers are answered one way or another. God is in control of all our 
circumstances and all we have to do is pray for His perfect will to be done. He can handle 
any situation related to me or mine much better than I. It is so nice to lay my burdens at 
the feet of Jesus knowing He will answer and guide.   

 
 

31.  I do not believe God gives special favors to anyone. His only desire is to grace us with the 
realization of our intimate relationship with Him. It is up to us to accept God or accept the 
world. The chaotic world is the natural outcome (karma) of every soul's selfish desires. 
The result (whether it be bad health, bad or good luck, natural disasters, etc.) is simply 
the continuation of the actions, intentions and desires of the individual. For God to change 
the resulting karmic reaction to our actions is to interfere with our free will. Our destiny is 
simply the completion of our free will from the past. God only wants us to reach our 
natural state, which is the only true and eternal happiness: attachment to God rather than 
attachment to the material world.   

 
 

32.  when my husband came into my life. i saw him across the room and knew he was the 
answer to my prayers.....     

 
 

33.  I received a healing for an acute health problem. My daughter was delivered from drug 
addiction. My husband received salvation.   
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34.  I prayed over whether or not I should move from an unhealthy home life in TN, to a fresh 
start when I received a job offer to San Diego. After praying for a few weeks, I believed 
that I could at least try. If it didn't work out, I could always move back home. I have lived 
in San Diego for nearly 15 years. I was in love with a man who was not right for me. I 
prayed for God to make him love me. God replied by giving me strength to let this 
relationship go. One week later I was introduced to a man who I became engaged to 4 
months later, by the man who became my father-in-law. We have been married 13 years. 
I have never known my father. Over the past few years, I have been praying about finding 
my dad. 1 year ago, I found my dad and his two brothers. I now have 2 wonderful uncles, 
2 great aunts, and 4 awesome cousins. I have yet to meet my dad and really have no 
relationship with him. But I have an added bonus family that God has blessed me with. 
These are just a few examples. Even though His answers are not how I had planned or 
what I thought I wanted, His will for my life continues to play out daily. Daily I give praise 
and thanksgiving for His miracles in my life and for answered prayers.  

 
 

35.  I prayed for wisdom on a subject to be discussed at a church meeting and God gave me 
words to use that were accepted by the committee members.   

 
 

36.  I asked God to help me have enough money to pay the bills, and the next week I got 
extra money from my job and it was just enough for the bill I had due that week, even 
after I tithed.   

 
 

37.  Prayer is always answered, even if it is "simply" a sense of peace that comes over me. 
My faith mostly sees prayer as a means of becoming conscious and aware that God is 
already present in all things, people and situations. As soon as I become aware of that, 
the healing has happened. Oh, yeah, and I get the unexpected income, physical healing, 
parking spot, directions and everything else.   

 
 

38.  There are too many to detail them all but often they are things like finding the right thing to 
say when someone is in crisis. For example, I had a dear friend who was struggling with 
how to handle an abusive spouse and I prayed for wisdom and the words to give her the 
courage she needed. Suddenly, without knowing where the words were coming from, I 
started speaking to her and what I said went straight to her heart and gave her the 
courage she required.   
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39.  I was being stalked by an ex-client with priors for rape and criminal facilitation of a 
murder. He had followed me, threatened me & friends, stole from me, and filed ethics 
charges against me. I hit rock bottom and DEMANDED God help me because I couldn't 
do it anymore. I felt such a wash of peace and love, and I knew everything would be 
alright. It took a year, but it was. And I never felt unsafe again pending the time it was 
resolved. The stalker is currently in prison. The ethics charges were totally dismissed. I 
have friends again & a church. I'm regaining control of my finances. And I'm in love with a 
wonderful man. God not only saved me; He blessed me!   

 
 

40.  I use a drum with meditation. I prayed for emotional support for a friend on the internet, I 
received a feeling that the support and relief of stress was to occur within the hour. I told 
the friend, and within the hour she received attention from another friend that provided 
support and stress relief. I also used the drum and meditation to pray for relief of Mount St 
Helens when the earthquakes were rumbling in September. I felt the magma moving, but 
meeting with resistance, causing "stress". Within a day the first of the small steam and 
ash explosions occurred. Subsequent days I continued drumming and the emissions 
continued until the lava broke through. I drum daily, often many times a day as the need 
strikes me. I see results to the prayers all the time. The "answers" are not always what I 
envision because I don't always have the Goddesses view. But there is always an 
answer. Remember, sometimes the answer is No.   

 
 

41.  My prayers are answered every day! The Good Lord allows me to wake up, breathe, 
smell and see my surroundings, and hear all his marvelous sounds.   

 
 

42.  I had a severe case of E-Coli poisoning 4 years ago. My whole system had become 
septic and the doctors weren't sure if I would make it and if I did survive, there would be a 
high probability of organ damage (a kidney dialysis machine was "at the ready" just 
outside my room). I was on massive doses of I.V. antibiotics that did not seem to be 
working. I was delirious, slipping in and out of consciousness. At a lucid moment during 
the ordeal, my doctors told me at one point to "fight hard for my life". I realized that I 
needed help beyond this world and could not win the battle alone. I asked God to heal me 
so that I could continue to do His work on earth. I also asked my wife to have members of 
our church pray for me. At that point I was a born-again Christian for about a year and a 
half, with a fervent passion for the Lord. Miraculously after asking for God's help, I began 
to recover over the next 48 hours and was released from the hospital. I had about a year 
of recovery with opportunistic infections, but no organ damage whatsoever and I'm 99% 
back to where I was before the infection. My doctors said they have never seen such a 
severe case of E. Coli poisoning with no long term organ/ internal damage or other 
serious side effects. I thank God regularly for His Grace to allow me to carry on the Great 
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Commission. I also use my ordeal as part of my testimony when speaking of how God 
can impact a person's life.    

 
 

43.  I am thankful that some of my prayers were not answered, or were answered in a way I 
did not expect.   

 
 

44.  I can see evidence of answered prayer on a near-daily basis. I can cite as obvious 
examples of answered prayer: 1) my job - I never sent out a resume, but prayed for an 
opportunity that would help me get into a specific field at a specific salary. Within 3 
months of praying that prayer, I was offered my current job (which I have held for 4 years 
now) at exactly the salary I requested. 2) Debt - I had serious financial difficulties after 
losing a job 5 years ago. After getting my current job, i prayed for help in eradicating the 
debt. I followed a Bible-based plan outlined by a Christian financial ministry, and was out 
of debt in 2 years. My brother, an economist and mortgage banker, still does not 
understand how this is possible. His calculations and models showed that it would take 8 
years to eradicate my debt. I was also regularly giving to the church and to charity during 
this period. Finally, 3) My marriage. I became pregnant in the summer of 2004, 
unexpectedly. I was single, and was not willing to have an abortion. I prayed for another 
option to emerge, preferably for the baby's father to make a commitment. While 
considering adoption, a longtime casual friend offered to become my birth partner. Within 
a few months, we began to date, and recently married. He is adopting my son. I could not 
have predicted such an unlikely turn of events in my wildest dreams.   

 
 

45.  When my husband's life was spared after a fall from a cliff.   
 
 

46.  I was about to lose the house I had moved from that wouldn't sell. I had changed realtors 
to a Christian friend and my family and the realtor kept praying for the house to sell. 
Foreclosure had started and a buyer appeared that waited until arrangements with the 
lender (which would not work with us before) and the lender settled for the selling price. 
We didn't influence the situation, only God's answer to our prayers saved our future.   

 
 

47.  The child I gave up for adoption contacted me, a wonderful faithful religious husband, 
finances, strengthening my relationship with Allah subhanahu wa ta'ala, my children, 
safety, just everything I have prayed for has been answered with Allah's subhanahu wa 
ta'ala Will!!    
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48.  This is only one incident. I always pray for my children and my grandson that the Lord will 
protect them from harm, spiritually and physically, and that they will a long, healthy, 
prosperous life. On 10/10/04, I was on my way to church. It was raining terribly. I was in 
my Toyota 4Runner, singing to the Christian music on the radio. Suddenly, my vehicle 
started to hydroplane across the median and into oncoming traffic. I was seriously injured 
but by the mercy of the Lord, I am healing. But the prayer that was answered that day 
was that my daughter and grandson had stayed home that day instead of going to church 
because my grandson had a cold. If they had been in my vehicle during this accident, I 
am afraid they would have been seriously injured or both would have died. When the cars 
stopped after the collision, I rolled out onto the Interstate, in the pouring rain, and I lifted 
my hands in the air and out loud I shouted, "Thank you Jesus. Thank you Jesus."   

 
 

49.  I prayed for three co-workers at different times especially when I knew I will be working 
with them during that particular shift (without their knowing, of course) and sure enough, 
each of them would behave very differently - in a more positive way that would make the 
team work better!   

 
 

50.  I prayed that my son would have the strength and fortitude to complete military basic 
training, he did. I prayed that my daughter would get through some difficult issues at 
school, she has. I prayed that my wife would complete a difficult semester at college, she 
has.   

 
 

51.  When I got divorced I was a single mother with 8 children and no child support. My ex 
was a very abusive person and still is. Our home was in foreclosure and the last day to 
pay off the back payments before the bank closed on the house I got a check in the mail 
for the exact amount. Yes he does take care of us because only thru his grace my 
children and I made it thru to the other side.    

 

52.  Prayers are not "answered" as if there was a human agency involved. Prayers are 
answered via a change in perception, regardless of the circumstances.   

 
 

53.  When I receive a spiritual realization I know my meditation is working. Some of your 
questions are difficult for a Buddhist. My focus is not on a God out there. It is about 
removing obstructions to practice, correcting ignorance and delusions and purifying 
karma. In other words, moving toward enlightenment. When I feel more compassionate 
and peaceful, my prayers are answered.   
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54.  I pray for guidance and tolerance. Prayer and God help me every day to teach me 
tolerance and grace. I pray for health and I have been blessed with a healthy, loving 
family. But, most of all I pray to thank God for his patience, forgiveness and 
understanding and his many, many blessings. My prayers comfort me which means my 
prayers have been answered.   

 
 

55.  My prayers are always answered with safety, protection and guidance in every day life. 
Praise God for He is Good and His mercy endures forever!   

 
 

56.  I've often asked Allah (God) to put me and my family in the right places at the right times 
and he always does; whenever I ask for Allah's guidance on specific issues, I always feel 
that the results are as Allah intended, which brings an extreme sense of peace and 
acceptance.   

 

57.  A year ago - I had not job & was almost homeless - This year, I have a great job, new 
fantastic apartment!! Oh yeah - I asked for a new boyfriend & God sent me a male Kittie!! 
See he does have a sense of humour!!   

 
 

58.  My prayers are always answered. Do I always get what I think I want, no, do I get an 
answer based on what God knows I need, absolutely. Then we need also pray that we 
accept God's will for our lives even though we may not understand. It isn't about us, it is 
about being a candle for God. I pray in bed, my car, at work, in the store. God is 
everywhere, and in my heart also.   

 
 

59.  Yahweh answered my prayers for a good relationship with my former stepson. It was a 
FANTASTIC change!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!1   

 
 

60.  Most often not in specific "miracles" such as dramatic healings and such, but more in 
subtle ways in my life and that of people around me, things falling into place, finding 
guidance even if its not in all the ways I expect it. Seen most clearly when I reflect back 
on my life and see ways God has worked, even in times of the deepest uncertainty and 
doubt. This isn't to say these "answers" aren't powerful or dramatic in their own way, 
which is often more meaningful because of how subtle deeply personal they are. I can 
recall people I've "stumbled into" during long walks in painful times, such as one friend in 
particular I found while out praying deeply for another friend struggling with 
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depression/suicide. We talked for a long time, and he shared some of his own 
experiences with these issues, and I left with a great sense of peace.  

 
There are also times when I have experienced a deeply meaningful, even mystical 

moving/Presence in my life. A recent example was during a time of extreme stress and 
interpersonal problems at college... it felt like some of my closest friendships and a 
romantic relationship were about to fall apart, on the eve of a big project which was due 
and I was at the end of my rope. I prayed desperately for God's help, somehow, and 
stumbled outside to the woods behind my dorm, and a deer, an animal of personal 
meaning to me for a variety of reasons, just came very close to me, at the edge of the 
clearing and stood there watching me, for at least 15-20 minutes. It was deeply moving, 
and an experience I have shared with no other, but I returned to my room with a deep 
sense of peace and Providence, and strength to get through that night. There have been 
other times when I have experienced a divine Presence in sensations or an overwhelming 
physical and emotional flood of peace and strength flowing into me, and times when I 
have received comfort or guidance in a Bible verse which I stumble upon in a very 
appropriate time.   

 
 

61.  when my youngest son was born 2 mo. prematurely. I asked God, if it was His will, to 
please allow me the joy of having my son and letting him become healthy. My son is now 
21.   

 
 

62.  I recently prayed that God would take the pain from my heart, from a lost love, I had been 
suffering from rejection. I couldn't stand the pain in my heart anymore. One night I prayed 
and asked God to remove the heartache and told him that I couldn't handle it anymore. 
Within two weeks I noticed that I felt at peace with the matter, even though I believe, I 
was amazed at the peace I felt. The pain has not returned even though I still think about 
the person that I loved so much. That made me more aware of the power of talking to 
God and telling Him exactly how I feel. Now more of my prayers are answered than ever 
before. I can't explain or begin to understand, I just believe that God is there and that we 
only have to ask, and He will listen.  

 
 

63.  Prayer, like exercise, is its own answer--the process is the result. Any subsequent 
evidence is icing on the cake.  

 
 

64.  My prayers are always answered; sometimes the answer is a "yes", sometimes it is a "not 
now" and sometimes it is "no". If you are asking for me to describe a time when my prayer 
was answered with a "yes", I will tell you of a time when an unspoken prayer, as in a 
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prayer was not prayed because I didn't know that was what was needed, was answered 
"yes." My late husband had died over 2 yrs. before; he had been ill for 10 yrs., and I had 
nursed him by myself the entire time. Five yrs. into his diminishing health, he had a stroke 
which caused significant cognitive damage to his brain. After that time, I had to support 
him physically when he needed to walk to the bathroom--day or night. I also had to take 
over the management of all our affairs. By the time he died, I was more tired than I had 
realized. I thought I did o.k. for the first 1 1/2 yrs; then my spine began causing great pain. 
I had developed serious orthopedic problems, and had 2 lumbar surgeries, one of them a 
fusion of 3 disks. Because of the pa, I'd lost my appetite and also lost 60# in 4 mo. My 
adult children became concerned when a friend from my church called them and asked 
them when was the last time they'd seen me. (All of my grown children live great 
distances away.) I moved into an assisted living facility so that I could concentrate on the 
healing process. I had 9 surgeries in 10 mo., and gradually I became stronger. While I 
was there, I met an interesting, intelligent man who was also there to get a handle on his 
health. Dining was at tables of 4, and before long we were eating 3 meals a day at the 
same table, along with 2 others. I was not looking for a husband; he was not looking for a 
wife. Yet our friendship led to love, and a month after I moved out, we married at the 
church where I'd been a member for over 20 yrs. He transferred his membership to that 
same church a month after we married. Had God not led me into that assisted living 
facility, where He had also led my friend, our paths would never have crossed. We have a 
mutually rewarding relationship; our marriage is a source of constant joy. God answered a 
need that had not even been recognized by me. (Every night I was living in that facility, I 
would ask God: "Why am I here?" I chafed at the loss of control over so many things, and 
I didn't like it one bit. It took considerable time before I was able to recognize that it was 
part of God's plan for my life.)   

 
 

65.  I have lived 5 years with terminal cancer. I was told I wouldn't live another year in 1998. 
My child is now 12 years old. What a wonderful gift God has given to me! I'm not as 
healthy as I once was. Chemo, radiation, surgery, bone stem-cell transplant have all left 
their mark. But God still loves me anyway. It's been a long and painful journey, but He 
was with me all the way, and he sent his earthly angels to help and comfort us. Faith, 
trust and pray. God will listen.   

 
 

66.  I chanted and prayed for the best apartment and car, so that I could help others and 
spread peace, and I got both. I chanted and prayed for a friend to find the best possible 
job, he was hired by the "Sisters of Mercy" no less. I chanted and prayed that my mom 
get a promotion at work, instead she got another job offer at a better company. I chanted 
and prayed that my friend's mother could fall in love again and just yesterday I saw her 
walking down my street holding someone's hand. I think I've got it down to a science: 
Prayer, first and foremost, is a practice of appreciation and compassion. When prayers 
are directed from this place, or to these ends, they are answered! The more specific one 
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can be while praying, the more one can visualize or see exactly what one wants, the more 
possible that it can become reality! There is real power in prayer!   

 
 

67.  Before starting college as a non-traditional student, I was very worried about my finances. 
I decided to accept some student loans and just before the semester started, I said in my 
prayer to the Goddess "I will just go to school and put my trust in you to make sure I can 
make ends meet." Three months later, I won a car! I took that as a definite sign of 
approval regarding the direction of my life.   

 
 

68.  As a Muslim I pray five times a day with the intention of only glorifying my Creator, Allah 
the Merciful. When I pray for things pertaining to personal,family,and worldly matters I 
always feel at peace knowing that Allah (Subhannahu Wa Ta Ala) will answer in a way 
that will be best for me both in this world and the Hereafter. He is All Knowing All 
Compassionate and of course knows what is better for us even though we may not know 
ourselves. My family and I are in good health and strong faith. Alhamdullilah that shows 
that my prayers have been answered.    

 
 

69.  If you pray earnestly and in faith God will answer your prayers. It may not always be the 
first time, or the answer you are looking for but god answers them. He hears them the first 
time and always knows what is best.   

 
 

70.  Recently I prayed for my next door neighbor who sustained a serious head injury when a 
gravel truck container came loose and landed on top of her car. She is now home and 
doing extremely well. I also prayed for some good friends who survived a very serious 
small plane crash on May 31 in which they sustained multiple serious injuries. Today they 
are both doing very well in their "miraculous" recovery process - anyone who knows them 
or hears of their story calls it miraculous.    

 
 

71.  When we were young marrieds, we had no money for Christmas gifts for our three year 
old daughter. She asked God for a phonograph and records, and fuzzy blue slippers. I felt 
very distressed, as these gifts seemed imposssible. I prayed to God to provide those 
gifts.I told no one about this. The day before Christmas, my aunt came to bring the 
phonograph and records that her grown son no longer needed. In the box, she had 
tucked in a pair of blue fuzzy slippers. We wrapped these things up, and my daughter 
received her Christmas wishes.   
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72.  AFTER MY SON'S DEATH IN 1993, I TOLD GOD, I COULD NOT GO ON LIVING. THE 
HURT WAS TOO MUCH, I DID NOT WANT TO LIVE, IT WAS HARD TO GET UP EACH 
MORNING AND FACE ANOTHER DAY. GOD ANSWERED ME IN PRAYER ONE DAY 
WHILE I WAS LOOKING OUT A WINDOW, AND HE SAID "LIVE EACH DAY AS IF HE 
WAS COMING BACK ON THAT DAY"! WELL, THAT'S HOW I'VE BEEN ABLE TO COPE 
WITH LIFE, FROM THAT DAY ON.....   

 
 

73.  I pray, mainly, for acceptance and to ask God to align my will with His/Hers. And, 
secondarily, for God to protect/watch over those I love (family/friends), those who suffer 
(e.g., our troops in Iraq and Iraq's people, those who are hungry, or sick, or oppressed), 
and for those in power (our leaders and those in positions of influence/power over others) 
to make right decisions. I've recovered a prayer life through a 12-step program, and "it 
works!" I pray at various times throughout the day at home, work, driving, walking, etc. I 
kneel when I can pray, most often in the mornings and evenings at home, but sometimes 
during the day when I can get myself into a quiet private place. Although I believe in God, 
I don't have much use for "religion." I was raised a "christian." I have read and continue to 
study literature on Buddhism, which speaks to me very clearly. I know people in various 
faiths/traditions, who I respect and see as role models. I try to say please in the morning 
and thank you at night, and I also try to meditate often. I'm grateful to complete this 
survey. Have a great day   

 
 

74.  In any moment when I remember to awaken to the realization of the NOW and I focus on 
my intimate connection with God I will feel and sense the Presence within me tickling my 
heart. My breathing relaxes and a smile comes easily to my face. This is a wordless 
prayer that is answered nonetheless, because it is the heart intent that is important. Don't 
just take my word for it; try it right NOW... ^_^   

 

75.  I work at a Prison in a Faith Based Program. I pray more than once a day for inmate 
needs. God DOES work, I have seen changes in the lives of many men here. God DOES 
answer in my family issues, people in my family have changed and so have  Listening to 
god in prayer is Very important to me...verses of Scripture come to mind, as part of 
guidance, also the confirmation of the Holy Spirit comes during prayer. I also practice 
meditation. I work in a Multi-Faith program. :)   

 
 

76.  He always answers, just sometimes He says no. But always for a higher reason and 
better end.    
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77.  I prayed for a healing (more like a meditation) for my 4 year old nephew who had Brain 
Cancer - he is 9 years old now. Praise God.   

 
 

78.  I belong to a prayer group. We see some of our prayers answered quickly from new jobs 
to finding a home, and other prayers we have praying for years, like a husband. Obviously 
we want God to answer and give us what we want, but He has always provided us with 
what we needed. Watching God work is actually more fun than receiving our requests. He 
usually does something completely different than how we expected.   

 
 

79.  I have been praying for one of my children specifically for about a month. Lately many 
things have begun to happen to him that are leading to an improvement in his life. He is 
getting the help he needs and the encouragement to use it. I am grateful to God for this. 
Before the praying the child was unreachable.      

 
 

80.  I have been praying for a baby to adopt, and we are adopting in February.   
 
 

81.  For me, prayer is conversation with God, so it doesn't have to be so formal or specific as 
some of these questions imply. I can talk to God anytime, anywhere. And the question 
about "prayers coming true" implies what I see as a misconception. That makes prayer 
sound like 'wishing' Wishes come true or not. Prayers aren't the same. It's like saying my 
conversation with someone came true. Doesn't work that way. But I do remember a time 
when I was at church camp in high school, and the director was pregnant, and 
experiencing some bleeding, and had to go to the ER. the whole camp prayed for her, 
and we gathered all of these necklaces campers had made as a sign of our prayers. 
Everything came out fine - her pregnancy resulted in a a beautiful child eventually. In that 
situation, it seemed that the whole community's voice was praying and it was extremely 
powerful.   

 
 

82.  I asked the Lord for a husband who knows the Lord. I received that blessing. Praise God!!   
 
 

83.  We've had many trials during the past year and with God's blessings, we have gotten 
stronger, personally, and have remained healthy and sane. Keeping my family healthy 
and happy is a prayer that, so far, has been answered daily.    
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84.  As a Pastor prayers are answered everyday. God calls us to live in community and 
praying for family and friends pulls you closer together. Prayer warriors in this community 
prayed for God's will in the life of a little girl accused of shooting her Mother. Today she is 
in a Christian Foster Home learning about Jesus Christ, being taught about caring for 
others and her life is being guided for her to be a contributing young lady in our society. 
She is now allowed to have friends her own age. I believe God's will has been carried out 
in her young life. Prayers bring strength to God's people during times of trials and 
tribulations. Prayers bring us into God's presence in such a way that we open the door for 
communion with our Creator.   

 
 

85.  Early one morning, a young woman with whom I work, was told she could no longer work 
here because of a contract dispute with the agency that sent her to us. The administrator 
told her there was nothing he could do, because the contract with the other agency was 
binding and they would sue. I began to pray and enlisted the help of another Christian 
friend at work. By 1 PM the administrator called the woman and told her that somehow it 
was all settled and that she could continue working.   

 
 

86.  My prayer of thanksgiving for my wife is answered daily by her love.   
 
 

87.  I RECENTLY WENT ON A MEDICAL MISSION TRIP AND MULTIPLE PRAYERS WERE 
ANSWERED ABOUT THE TRIP IN GENERAL, FUNDING, STAFF, PATIENTS, MY 
ATTITUDE. THE ANSWERS WEREN'T ALWAYS WHAT I HAD EXPECTED BUT GOD 
DOES ANSWER PRAYER,HE WORKS IN FUNNY WAYS!   

 
 

88.  I never ask God for a specific thing but I ask for help and guidance so I am always a 
happy person when the nice things happen after I have reached a point in life of 
hopelessness and events fall in place in an orderly fashion with all the parts working as 
they should. It is just fun to watch good things unfold after turning a problem over to God.   

 
 

89.  Having my 3rd child!   
 

90.  Every day my prayers are answered. God provides for me. I have a wonderful husband, a 
roof over my head, a vehicle to drive, and a job to go to. My blessings are abundant. I 
have sometimes felt that God was not answering a prayer request for me. Every time that 
has happened, it has been because he had another plan, and if he would have answered 
my prayer I would not have gotten the desired results anyway.   
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91.  My prayer to stop smoking was answered right away. The nicotine addiction was gone 
immediately after I prayed.   

 
 

92.  Always when my son travels I ask God's guidance for his safety. My joke with the Lord 
when I pray about my son's and grandson's safety is, "Well here I am Lord asking you to 
be like Allstate and hold them in your hands." He has never failed. The answered prayers 
are so numerous that I don't have an accurate count but my assurance comes from the 
intimate discussions and His presence as I pray.   

 
 

93.  When I am under duress and am feeling overwhelmed, I give my problems over to the 
Lord. Within a short time I feel a sense of peace and comfort come over me. I have asked 
for blessings for my children, and believe that they have been answered.   

 
 

94.  my wife was told she had cancer and only six months to live ... that was 4 years ago   
 
 

95.  I have prayed for someone to love me and to find my soul mate. I was recently divorced 
after a long, troubled marriage and was looking for truth, kindness, trust and intimacy with 
a man. This man was sent to me. I am no longer alone.   

 
 

96.  Last year after all the test were back in my Dr. told me I had breast cancer. So I went 
home and me and my husband prayed and so did my church. I went in for the surgery to 
have the lump removed and when the test came back NO cancer. The doctors could not 
believe this. They even made me have more test done because they were so sure I had 
cancer. But you see I KNOW my Lord Jesus Christ and he healed my body. And I will 
Praise his Holy Wonderful Name forever!!!!   

 
 

97.  I have 5 cousins overseas protecting our beautiful country and there isn't a day that goes 
by that I don't pray for their safety and successful return. They have been gone for over 6 
months now and God has kept them safe.   

 
 

98.  I prayed for God to take my hand and lead the way and to come and live in my heart. He 
answered my prayers about 2 months after by placing me in a situation in which I 
desperately needed Him and I called out to Him and began a much more intimate 
relationship with Him for the first time in my life.   
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99.  In times of extremely urgent need, for example, when I needed things to fall into place for 
my Mom when I had to put her in a dementia assisted living. I did it 'alone' and if God had 
not intervened to help my Mom and me, I don't know what could have happened. As it 
was, everything miraculously came into perfect order just at the last moment before 
desperation. It was uncanny. I know it was God's help.   

100.  A few years ago, I was in a bad relationship. I had made the mistake of purchasing a 
piece of property with this person. I told him I wanted to sell it and he agreed it was a 
good idea. Just as we made that decision, the market turned. There was a glut of homes 
on the market. I became depressed. Then I prayed and prayed. The money I had in this 
property was everything I had and the loan was from my employer and I knew I couldn't 
pay it off myself so I would be stuck with him until I could sell this property. After I prayed, 
I felt calm and I knew in my heart exactly when the property would sell. Well, just a few 
days later, our realtor presented us an offer at $5,000 less than asking. We took it and the 
closing date was exactly when I thought it would be--the date I knew it would be--my 
birthday! All I asked God for was to please help us sell the property. He answered my 
prayer and made it clear that he was answering my prayer by making the closing date on 
my birthday.   

 
 

101.  I'am a heart transplant, five years out, and I'am talking to you... [Are prayers 
answered?] You tell me, I would like to think so.    

 
 

102.  I am agnostic toward petitionary prayer in the sense of God responding with 
supernatural intervention in the world's affairs, and I don't believe God needs me to tell 
him what to do. However I pray for others anyway and I believe my prayers are answered 
through my becoming more able to love them and do good toward them, which is helped 
through the practice of prayer and the experience of God's presence.   

 
 

103.  Prayers are always answered one way or another. There are times when they are 
answered dramatically in ways I never expected   

 
 

104.  There was a time when I was pregnant with my second child and an ultra-sound came 
up that showed that my baby would have down-syndrome. I had to go through many test 
and many sleepless nights deeply praying to the Lord for the health of my unborn child. 
After 2 months had gone by and lots of prayer from our community we found out that my 
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child was fine and had no traces of down-syndrome. Having gone through this I believe in 
the power of prayer.   

 

105.  I needed money to pay my rent for December (as I was fired from my job of 21 years 
because of a work injury that kept me off work on medical leave). God answered my 
prayer and blessed me with $1440.00 in a unexpected way. I had asked for God to supply 
the money for rent and bills in time that they would not be paid late and the money came 
to me on 11-29-04. Rent was due the first of December and bills were due the 1st and 3rd 
of December. So He answered in a big way and also on time. I thank Him for supplying all 
my needs.    

 
 

106.  my prayers are answered everyday because i have food to eat, a roof over my head, 
the ability to generally pay my bills on time and am able to help my children and 
grandchildren in their times of need. I have generally good health, and a job to go to 
which many people don't- so YES, my prayers are answered every day.   

 
 

107.  meeting my husband- a Muslim actually- the answer to a prayer I did not even know 
was in my heart- he has been the greatest gift in my life, the greatest joy and a steady 
rock of strength and goodness... and part of a lesson on letting go and letting God. Our 
feeble imaginations can't always envision how a prayer for peace will be answered. God 
is so much greater than we mere mortals, and learning to trust that can be hard.   

 
 

108.  Everday I pray for help in being the face of God to others I come in contact with. I also 
pray for the safety of my family and friends. I feel God is providing me the strengtht and 
guidance I need to do my job.   

 
 

109.  One morning last week I was feeling down and out, sorry for myself (down in the 
dumps). I didn't like feeling that way and asked God for help....he responded quickly by 
showing me how I could be of service to others during the day. My concentration on 
myself quickly left as I become involved with being of service to others. The icky feeling 
that I had went away before I knew it. I am convinced that it was definitely one of those 
God moments   

 
 

110.  I married the man who I believe God had chosen for me. Although we have had some 
VERY ROUGH TIMES, we will be married 38 years on December 31st, 2004. God 
blessed our marriage with a wonderful son. Because my husband and I both had medical 
problems, we were told by the majority of infertility specialists in Chicago that we would 
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never have our own child. WATCHING OUR SON BORN AND NOT HAVING ANY 
ANASTHESIA WAS THE MOST BEAUTIFUL MOMENT OF BOTH MY HUSBAND'S 
AND MY LIVES! My husband and I have been blessed to be able to work most of our 
lives and make a good living.   

 
 

111.  Strength to get through the death of my son this summer   
 
 

112.  When a friend was in trouble with drugs and alcohol I prayed for God to intervene in 
his life and make a drastic change. I also posted this prayer on a prayer website for 
others to pray. I spoke with him a few months later and he had said that he decided he 
needed a change and quit drinking and wanted to move out of state to get away from the 
lifestyle. I feel that God answered my prayers. Many many times I feel that God answers 
my prayers. Many times it is not exactly what I ask for.   

 
 

113.  I could not find an important paper, I prayed that I be given the wisdom to find this, 
and was led right to it. That has happened on many occasions, not only for me, but 
anyone who cannot find something, I pray and meditate on it, and 9 times out of ten, I can 
tell them where to look.   

 
 

114.  I could go on for days about all the prayers God has answered. some of the best 
prayers were the ones God said no to.   

 
 

115.  I have a learning difficulty called dyspraxia. Although this is no way impinges on my 
intelligence, very caring people often leave me out of activities because they feel I 
'wouldn't be able to cope' or 'don't have the right skills' - even though I am, in fact, 
extremely well-qualified to do the activities I express an interest in. Once, very upset, I 
prayed that God would give me a chance to show others that different does not always 
mean disabled and that dyspraxic people often have very vivid talents. Soon after, I 
became the Head Girl of my boarding school - a position that, given the nature of [my] 
difficulties, many people doubted I would be able to handle. Thanks to God, I am now 
doing my best to show off dyspraxic strengths as well as dyspraxic weakness!   

 
 

116.  Two long-lasting resentments removed literally overnight.   
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117.  I WAS TOLD I HAD CANCER IN MY NOSE AND HAD TO HAVE SURGERY TO 
REMOVE IT. I MYSELF, MY FAMILY AND MY CHURCH FAMILY PRAYED FOR ME. 
OTHERS FAR AWAY WHO HAD NOT HEARD OF MY HEALTH ISSUE FELT THE 
NEED TO PRAY FOR ME. I WAS TOLD AFTERWARD THAT THEY FELT THE NEED 
TO PRAY AND DID PRAY FOR ME. I HAD MY SURGERY, IT WAS A FORM 
OFCANCER, BUT I HAVE OVERCOME IT. I BELIEVE PRAYER WAS A MAJOR 
FACTOR IN MY RECOVERY   

 
 

118.  I am a nurse & I pray for guidance in helping families & patients & I feel that I am able 
to speak to them using God's words which give them comfort.   

 

119.  I believe that all prayers are answered. Sometimes the answers are not what I had in 
mind. I have learned to pray for God's Will in all matters because God knows what’s best. 
I pray for guidance, Strength, and knowledge of His Will and the power to carry it out! I 
believe that prayer is a gift from God such as faith, love, and other spiritual principles.   

 
 

120.  The one prayer in my life that I know was answered was a prayer of the heart. I didn't 
want to be single anymore and I kvetched to G-d that I didn't want to be alone. Shortly 
afterwards, a female friend of mine asked for my help and I realized that I loved her and 
wanted to take care of her. Within six months we were married, though we'd only been 
friends for five years previously. Now, we have a 4 year old son.   

 
 

121.  In January 2003 the diamond flew out of my engagement ring. A few weeks later I 
asked my parish priest to pray to St Anthony for its return. I then resigned my self to its 
loss. However, on June 13th of that year (on the feast of Saint Anthony ) I found my 
diamond on my laundry room floor. I prayed a novena once a month for nine months 
praying for a pregnant friend in the hopes that she would make it to term. She lost 5 
babies and only had one living son who was born at 22 weeks. He had disabilities. She 
made it to term and had a healthy girl.  

 
 

122.  I'm a nurse and I pray for my patients often. Sometimes my prayers are answered in 
surprising ways. I pray for healing and it often comes when no one thought it was 
possible. I'm blessed to see miracles every day.   

 
 

123.  I have gone through a very, very tough divorce, and severe medical problems, and 
there were times that I felt that God was the only one on my side, and sometimes I wasn't 
sure of that. He certainly answered that question for me as I went through the divorce. 
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The situation ended up in a five day jury trial, and I had never been in court in my life. I 
had never been so afraid and scared about not only losing the family unit as I knew it, but 
my life being changed from anything I had ever known. I did not pray for specific items, 
but only that God would give me a clear head and a calm heart. He did both, and I had 
the strength and calmness that passed all understanding. This was a major turning point 
in my life. I had prayed prayers before, and some were answered the way I wanted and 
some weren't, but this situation taught me to pray with more sincerity than I had ever 
prayed in my life. It also taught me to pray for God's will and not be selfish [and] only ask 
for what I wanted. The outcome had a tremendous influence on my life. I had been 
humbled to the point that my life was in shambles and to take that leap of faith and pray 
that God's will to be done and to be calm about it was nothing short of amazing. God 
answered my prayers and gave me that clear head and calm heart, and in the end I got 
the desires of my heart. God was my rock and foundation and got me through.  

 

124.  I prayed my Dad would be saved before he passed. The Lord did an awesome work in 
him. He accepted the Lord just 30 days before he passed. I know the Lord is faithful and 
merciful.   

 
 

125.  I don't believe that specific prayers are answered, because prayer is not about asking 
for things but about creating an intimate relationship with the Holy One.   

 
 

126.  My husband and I have gone [through] a lot of periods in our marriage of not being 
able to get along well. and general distance and just didn't like each other much. Not 
much closeness. God has really changed that and today it is much different. We get along 
much better, feel much closer, are more considerate of each other, and really love each 
other. I believe that is a direct answer to prayer over the years. I know friends have been 
praying for us in this area.   

 
 

127.  When I was in the hospital-having tests. I and my family were very concerned. I had 
been told it was an inoperable brain tumor. I refused the surgery........several years 
later.......I'm still here. Thank God.   

 
 

128.  I don't believe that I have ever had prayers answered. If so, I certainly haven't picked 
up on it. I hear of others whose prayers are answered but I don't know if I believe them. I 
need confirmation from God himself that he has answered my prayers.   
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129.  Recently I was diagnosed with Breast Cancer and was told that possibly it was Stage 
2 or 3 ... I was operated on it is a Stage 1. I know that everyone's prayers made this 
terrible situation much better than anticipated. I also feel that I went through this to 
strengthen my faith. I thank the Lord everyday for what he does in my life and for the 
guidance.   

 
 

130.  When confronted with the possibility of taking a girl who was terminally ill as my legal 
ward and discussing it with my husband and a coworker one night, I went for a walk and 
prayed for guidance. As I walked and prayed I had clear knowledge of what I should do. It 
was clear, totally clear that God said yes I was to take her into my life and family and 
home. And she blessed us more than we could ever have known or blessed her. It was so 
clear that night as I walked and prayed that I said aloud, "I have felt like this before and it 
is significant." I knew. I believe God was answering me. And I know by hundreds of 
significant acts by others that God was with us as we cared for her by caring for us all.   

 
 

131.  I was praying with my husband for a case he was working on. He could not see any 
hope for the person he was trying to help. I prayed for victory on the matter with specific 
steps to take place. About a few days after that the person causing the trouble walked in 
did exactly what I said in my prayer. I have also recently prayed for a friend that was 
going to court and God answered the prayer. She was granted the peace and a 
favourable response from the judge.   

 
 

132.  Seeing into the light of God's One Mind, illusion is dissolved, perspective expanded, 
ego released, there healing and miracles occur ---there ---is a heaven on earth, and a 
peace. As Rumi stated selling your cleverness puts you in a state of bewilderment and 
awe. This is what is created when you live in prayer and deep connection to higher 
power. A new way of looking a new way of listening an openness produces more layers of 
love--more possibilities for dna to restructure and humanity to evolve.   

 
 

133.  I have M.S. and have been unable to use any of the common drug therapies to delay 
the progression of the illness, so I often have asked G-d to help me be positive, and not a 
burden to those I love and who love me. Just recently our prayers for a treatment that my 
body would not reject came forward. While it may be a while before we truly know for 
sure, I know that we are for once in a long time, we are moving forward with an end in 
sight.   
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134.  Right after college, just like everyone else, I had to look for job and it was really hard 
to get one. My faithful God answered my prayers by providing me with a great place to 
work, with great people around me. The work place now I am currently working, I am 
surrounded with other Christians whom I can learn from, as well as other non-Christians 
whom I cam witness to.   

 
 

135.  I received custody of my kids, God gave me the courage to learn how to drive a 
manual truck by myself, God gave me strength to over come an addiction, God put 
wonderful people into my life to help me stay strong when my husband was arrested. He 
answered my prayers to get heat in my house, He provided me with a good job. He 
provided me with people who helped me fix things around my house like the water leaks, 
the downed trees when the bad storms came through this past spring. When the tornado 
went over our house, our house was spared. When I blew up my husbands truck I was 
able to get a car the same day. And the best prayer he is answering is he has placed 
people in my life to help me give my kids a wonderful Christmas. Without them my kids 
wouldn't have a Christmas at all.   

 
 

136.  Too, too many to describe. I AM ONE OF THE MOST BLESSED INDIVIDUALS that 
I'd ever hope to meet!   

 
 

137.  Everyday that I am alive is an answer to prayer.   
 

138.  I have asked the Lord questions concerning the truths of His gospel, particularly 
whether or not He is really choosing prophets today or not, and if He has established an 
organization on earth.
