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The Ascension of Isaiah 6—11

6. In the twentieth year of the reign of Hezekiaingkof Judah, Isaiah the son of Amoz and
Josab the son of Isaiah came to Hezekiah in Jemdabm Gilgal. 2And he sat on the couch of
the king, and they brought a seat for him, but bela not sit (on it). 3And when Isaiah began to
speak with Hezekiah the king the words of faith agtteousness, all the princes of Israel were
sitting (there), and the eunuchs and the king'siselors. And there were there forty prophets
and sons of the prophets; they had come from tlghbering districts, and from the mountains,
and from the country, when they had heard thaslksaias coming from Gilgal to Hezekiah.
4They came that they might greet him, and that theght hear his words, and that he might lay
his hand on them, and that they might prophesytlaaitche might hear their prophecy; and they
were all in the presence of Isaiah. 6And when Isaf@oke with Hezekiah the words of
righteousness and faith, they all heard a doorgbepened and the voice of the Spirit. 7And the
king summoned all the prophets and all the people were to be found there, and they came.
And Micah, and the aged Ananias, and Joel, andJwesee sitting on his right. 8And when they
all heard the voice of the Holy Spirit, they all isbiped on their knees, and they praised the God
of righteousness, the Most High, the One who (dsyéfll the upper world and who sits on high,
the Holy One, the One who rests among the holy,da®l they ascribed glory to the One who
had thus graciously given a door in an alien wdrkt) graciously given it to a man. 10And
while he was speaking with the Holy Spirit in theahing of them all, he became silent, and his
mind was taken up from him, and he did not seertbe who were standing before him. 11His
eyes indeed were open, but his mouth was siledtffemind in his body was taken up from
him. 12But his breath was (still) in him, for hesvgeeing a vision. 13And the angel who was
sent to show him (the vision) was not of this fiment, nor was he from the angels of glory of
this world, but he came from the seventh heaveAndl4he people who were standing by, apart
from the circle of prophets, did [not] think thaetholy Isaiah had been taken up. 15And the
vision which he saw was not from this world, burfr the world which is hidden from the flesh.
16And after Isaiah had seen this vision he recalnt® Hezekiah, and to Josab his son, and to
the other prophets who had come. 17But the officiahd the eunuchs, and the people did not
hear, apart from Samnas the secretary, and Jehmpiakd Asaph the recorder, for they (were)
doers of righteousness, and the fragrance of thré@ $ps in them; but the people did not hear,
for Micah and Josab his son had sent them out wheewisdom of this world was taken from
him as if he were dead.

/. The vision which Isaiah saw he told to Hezekad to Josab his son, and to Micah, and to

the other prophets; 2it was as follows. When | pegied in accordance with the message which
you have heard, | saw a glorious angel; his gloag wot like the glory of the angels which |



always used to see, but he had great glory, amdffi@e, such that | cannot describe the glory of
this angel. 3And | saw when he took hold of me lyhand, and | said to him, ".Who are you?
And what is your name? And where are you takingupf®' For strength had been given to me
that | might speak with him. 4And he said to me &N | have taken you up through (all) the
stages and have shown you the vision on accoumbhich | was sent, then you will understand
who | am; but my name you will not know, 5for yoaMe to return into this body. But where |
take you up, you will see, because for this purposas sent.” 6And | rejoiced because he spoke
to me with kindness. 7And he said to me, "Do ygaice because | have spoken kindly to you?"
And he said, "You will see one greater than me, hewvill speak kindly and gently with you;
8and the Father of the one who is greater youalsh see, because for this purpose | was sent
from the seventh heaven, that | might make all ¢teéar to you." 9And we went up into the
firmament, | and he, and there | saw Sammael amtidsts; and there was a great struggle in it,
{and the words of Satan, and they were envyingaeher} 10And as above, so also on earth,
for the likeness of what (is) in the firmament esdaon earth. 11And | said to the angel, "What is
this envying?" 12And he said to me, "So it has b®esr since this world existed until now, and
this struggle (will last) until the one comes whgau are to see, and he will destroy him."
13And after this he took me up above the firmamtng;is the [first] heaven. 14There | saw a
throne in the middle, and on the right and on éfiedf it there were angels. 15And [the angels
on the left] were not like the angels who stoodtanright, but those who stood on the right had
more glory, and they all sang praises with onee.ofnd the throne was in the middle, and it
they praised, and those on the left after themihmrit voice was not like the voice of those on
the right, nor their praise like the praise of #agsn the right). 16And | asked the angel who led
me and said to him, "To whom is this praise dird@tel7And he said to me, "To the praise of
[the One who sits in] the seventh heaven, the Ome nests in the holy world, and to his
Beloved, from where | was sent to you. To thers directed.”" 18And again, he took me up into
the second heaven, and the height of that heavie ithat from heaven to earth and to the
firmament. 19And [l saw there, as] in the first '@, angels on the right and on the left, and a
throne in the middle, and the praise of the angéls (were) in the second heaven; and the one
who sat on the throne in the second heaven had ghamgthan all (the rest). 20And there was
great glory in the second heaven, and their pragsenot like the praise of those who (were) in
the first heaven. 21And | fell on my face to wogshim, and the angel who led me would not let
me, but said to me, "Worship neither throne, n@ehfrom the six heavens, from where | was
sent to lead you, before | tell you in the sevdrghven. 22For above all the heavens and their
angels is placed your throne, and also your robdsyaur crown which you are to see.” 23And |
rejoiced very much that those who love the MosthHagd his Beloved will at their end go up
there through the angel of the Holy Spirit. 24Ardtbok me up into the third heaven, and in the
same way | saw those who (were) on the right anthereft, and there also (there was) a throne
in the middle and one who sat (on it), but no nantf this world was made there. 25And | said
to the angel who (was) with me, for the glory of fage was being transformed as | went up
from heaven to heaven, "Nothing of the vanity @ttworld is named here." 26And he answered
me, saying, "Nothing is named because of its wesdr®ut nothing is hidden which is done
there." 27And | wished to find out how it is knowand he answered me, saying, "When | have
taken you up into the seventh heaven, from wheras! sent, to the One which (is) above these,
then you will know that nothing is hidden from ttiieones and those who dwell in the heavens,
nor from the angels." And the praises which theygsand the glory of the one who sat on the
throne were great, and the angels who (were) ondgheand on the left had more glory than
(those in) the heaven which (was) below them. 28again he took me up into the fourth
heaven, and the height from the third to the fohghven was greater than (from) earth to the
firmament. 29And there | again saw those who (werethe right and those who (were) on the



left, and the one who sat on the throne was imtiuglle, and there also they were singing
praises. 30And the praise and glory of the angelte right was greater than that of those on
the left. 31And again the glory of the one whomathe throne was greater than that of the
angels who (were) on the right, but their glory $)vgreater than that of those below. 32And he
took me up into the fifth heaven. 33And again | shwose who (were) on the right and the left,
and the one who sat on the throne had more glaryttmose of the fourth heaven. 34And the
glory of those who (were) on the right was gre#itan that of those who (were) on the left...
35The glory of the one on the throne was greatar that of the angels who (were) on the right,
36but their praise was more glorious than thaheffourth heaven. 37And | praised the One who
is not named and is unique, who dwells in the heswwhose name is unknown to all flesh, the
One who has given such glory to the different heaye/ho makes the glory of the angels great
and the glory of the one .who sits on the throwerfg greater.

8. And again, he took me up into the air of thetstx¢aven, and | saw a splendor such as |
had not seen in the five heavens as | went up; &tlgels possessed great glory, 3and the praise
there was holy and wonderful. 4And | said to thgednvho led me, "What (is) this which | see,
my lord?" 5And he said to me, "I am not your ldod{ your companion.” 6And again | asked
him, and | said to him, "Why (are there) not cop@wding groups of angels?" 7And he said to
me, "From the sixth heaven and upwards there atenger those on the left, nor is there a
throne placed in the middle, but [they are directgdthe power of the seventh heaven, where
the One who is not named dwells, and his Chosen @Wimase name is unknown, and no heaven
can learn his name; 8for he is alone, (he) whosme\all the heavens and thrones answer. |,
therefore, have been empowered and sent to bringigdere that you may see this glory, 9and
(that) you may see the Lord of all these heavedsoathese thrones 10being transformed until
he resembles your appearance and your likenessit 15By to you, Isaiah, that no man who has
to return into a body of that world [has come upseen], or understood what you have seen
12and what you are to see, for you are destingukitot of the LORD, the lot of the tree, to
come here, and from there is the power of the $irtiven and of the air." 13And | proclaimed
the greatness of my Lord with praise, that throhighot | should come here. 14And he said to
me, "Hear then this also from your companion: [wfrem the body by the will of God you have
come up here], then you will receive the robe whjich will see, and also other numbered robes
placed (there) you will see, 15and then you wilel@al to the angels who (are) in the seventh
heaven."” 16And he took me up into the sixth heasad,there were none on the left, nor a
throne in the middle, but all (were) of one appeeeg and their praise (was) equal. 17And
(strength) was given to me, and | also sang pravsiesthem, and that angel also, and our praise
was like theirs. 18And there they all named thenptiFather and his Beloved, Christ, and the
Holy Spirit, all with one voice, 19but it was ndké the voice of the angels who (were) in the
five heavens, 20nor (was it) like their speech,thate was a different voice there, and there was
much light there. 21And then, when | was in thersheaven, | thought that light which | had
seen in the five heavens darkness. 22And | rejaacedpraised the One who has graciously
given such light to those who await his promiseAr281 entreated the angel who led me that
from then on | should not return to the world @fsh. 24Indeed | say to you, Hezekiah and
Josab, my son, and Micah, that there is much dasknere. 25And the angel who led me knew
what | thought and said to me, "If you rejoice otres light, how much more (will you rejoice)
in the seventh heaven when you see the light wiheréord is and his Beloved—from where |
was sent—who is to be called in the world the Qfitle who is to be in the corruptible world
has not (yet) been revealed, nor the robes, nahtbeaes, nor the crowns which are placed
(there) for the righteous, for those who believéhat Low who will descend in your form. For
the light which (is) there (is) great and wonderf2i#But as regards your not returning into the



body, your days are not yet complete for comin@he&28And when | heard (this), | was sad;
and he said to me, "Do not be sad."

Q And he led me into the air of the seventh heased,moreover | heard a voice saying,
"How far is he who dwells among aliens to go up®tA was afraid and was trembling. 2And
he said to me when | was tremblifigehold! From there another voice which was senthast
come, and it says, ‘The holy Isaiah is permitteddme up here, for his robe is here.'" 3And |
asked the angel who (was) with me and said, "Whloeone who prevented me, and who is this
one (who turned to me that | might go up)?™ 4Ardshid to me, "The one who prevented you,
this is the one [who (is) in charge of] the prax$¢he sixth heaven. 5And the one (who turned to
you}, this is your Lord, the Lord, the Lord Christho is to be called in the world Jesus, but you
cannot hear his name until you have come up frasnibdy. 6And he took me up into the
seventh heaven, and there | saw a wonderful lagid,also angels without number. 7And there |
saw all the righteous from the time of Adam onwaBi#snd there | saw the holy Abel and all the
righteous. 7And there | saw Enoch and all who (yvesigh him, stripped of (their) robes of the
flesh; and | saw them in their robes of above, theg were like the angels who stand there in
great glory. 10But they were not sitting on thénones, nor were their crowns of glory on them.
11And | asked the angel who (was) with me, "Howt that they have received these robes, but
are not on (their) thrones nor in (their) crown$2And he said to me, "They do not receive the
crowns and thrones of glory—nevertheless, theyedoasmid know whose (will be) the thrones
and whose the crowns—until the Beloved descentseifiorm in which you will see him
descend. 13The Lord will indeed descend into thddna the last days, (he) who is to be called
Christ after he has descended and become likeryfmurn, and they will think that he is flesh
and a man. 14And the god of that world will streteh [his hand against the Son], and they will
lay their hands upon him and hang him upon a treeknowing who he is. 15And thus his
descent, as you will see, will be concealed evemfthe heavens so that it will not be known
who he is. 16 And when he has plundered the angdath, he will rise on the third day and will
remain in that world for five hundred and fortydidays. 17And then many of the righteous will
ascend with him, whose spirits do not receive (jhrebes until the Lord Christ ascends and they
ascend with him. 18Then indeed they will receiva@rthobes and their thrones and their crowns,
when he has ascended into the seventh heaven.'dli%wid to him what | had asked him in the
third heaven, 20["Show me how everything] whicll@se in that world is known here.” 21And
while | was still speaking to him, behold one of #ingels who were standing by, more glorious
than that angel who had brought me up from thedystiowed me (some) books, {but not like
the books of this world}; and he opened them, deddooks had writing in them, but not like the
books of this world. And they were given to me, &nelad them, and behold the deeds of the
children of Israel were written there, their deedisch you know, my son Josab. 23And | said,
"Truly, nothing which is done in this world is hield in the seventh heaven." 24And | saw many
robes placed there, and many thrones and many sf@sand | said to the angel who led me,
"Whose (are) these robes and thrones and crow@gdic?he said to me, "As for these robes,
there are many from that world who will receiveefti) through believing in the words of that
one who will be named as | have told you, and thi#ykeep them, and believe in them, and
believe in his cross; [for them (are) these] plafezte).” 27And | saw one standing (there)
whose glory surpassed that of all, and his glorg gr@at and wonderful. 28And when they saw
him, all the righteous whom | had seen and the larggame to him. And Adam and Abel and
Seth and all the righteous approached first andkiped him, and they all praised him with one
voice, and | also was singing praises with therd, my praise was like theirs. 29And then all the
angels approached, and worshiped, and sang pra&sd he was transformed and became like
an angel. 31And then the angel who led me saideto"Worship this one," and | worshiped and



sang praises. 32And the angel said to me, "Thiseit.ow of all the praise which you have
seen." 33And while | was still speaking, | saw &eotglorious (person) who was like him, and
the righteous approached him, and worshiped, amgl gaises, and | also sang praises with
them; but his glory was not transformed to accoitth their form. 34And then the angels
approached and worshiped him. 35And | saw the bodithe second angel, and they were
standing, 36and the second one whom | saw (wa#)eoleft of my Lord. And | asked the angel
who led me and | said to him, "Who is this one?tAw® said to me, "Worship him, for this is
the angel of the Holy Spirit who has spoken in god also in the other righteous." 37And | saw
the Great Glory while the eyes of my spirit werewpbut | could not thereafter see, nor the
angel who (was) with me, nor any of the angels whdad seen worship my Lord. 38But | saw
the righteous as they beheld with great power tbey @f that one. 39And my Lord approached
me, and the angel of the Spirit, and said, "See ihbas been given to you to see the Lord, and
(how) because of you power has been given to thelavho (is) with you." 40And | saw how
my Low and the angel of the Holy Spirit worshipexti doth together praised the Low. 41And
then all the righteous approached and worshipezhdithe angels approached and worshiped,
and all the angels sang praises.

10.And then | heard the voices and the hymns of praisich ! had heard in each of the six
heavens—which | had heard as | ascended there;&&ftlde voices and hymns of praise) were
directed to that Glorious One whose glory | coutd see. 3And | also heard and saw the praise
(which was directed to) him, 4and the Lord andahgel of the Spirit heard everything and saw
everything. 5And all the praise which was sent fopn the six heavens was not only heard, but
seen. 6And | heard the angel who led me, and ldgsane, "This is the Most High of the high
ones, who dwells in the holy world, who rests amtiregholy ones, who will be called by the
Holy Spirit in the mouth of the righteous the Fatbethe Lord."” 7And | heard the voice of the
Most High, the Father of my Lord, as he said tolmagd Christ, who will be called Jesus, 8"Go
out and descend through all the heavens. You dhatlend through the firmament and through
that world as far as the angel who (is) in Sheal you shall not go as far as Perdition. 9And you
shall make your likeness like that of all who (are)he five heavens, 10and you shall take care
to make your form like that of the angels of thenfiment and also (like that) of the angels who
(are) in Sheol. 11And none of the angels of thatdvshall know that you (are) Lord with me of
the seven heavens and of their angels. And thdlreftaknow that you (are) with me 12when
with the voice of the heavens | summon you, and #regels and their lights, and when 1 lift up
(my voice) to the sixth heaven, that you may judge destroy the princes and the angels and the
gods of that world, and the world which is ruledtbgm, 13for they have denied me and said,
'We alone are, and there is no one besides usrid d4fterwards you shall ascend from the gods
of death to your place, and you shall not be tiamséd in each of the heavens, but in glory you
shall ascend and sit at my right hand, 15and themptinces and the powers of that world will
worship you." 16This command | heard the Great ¥¢ving to my Lord. 17And thus | saw
when my Low went out from the seventh heaven ingosixth heaven. 18And the angel who had
led me from this world was with me, and he saithy "Understand, Isaiah, and look, that you
may see the transformation and descent of the Lb9ANd | looked, and when the angels who
(were) in the sixth heaven saw him, they praised dmd glorified him, for he had not been
transformed into the form of the angels there; thiey praised him, and | also sang praises with
them. 20And | saw when he descended into theliddven, that in the fifth heaven he made his
form like that of the angels there, and they didpraise him, for his form was like theirs. 21And
then he descended into the fourth heaven and maderim like that of the angels there, 22and
when they saw him, they did not praise him or @yadnim, for his form (was) like their form.
23And again | saw when he descended into the ki@edven, that he made his form like that of



the angels who (were) in the third heaven. 24And¢hwvho kept the gate of the (third) heaven
demanded the password, and the Low gave (it) ta theorder that he should not be recognized,;
and when they saw him, they did not praise himlowifg him, for his form (was) like their

form. 25And again | saw when he descended inte#lsend heaven, that there again he gave the
password, for those who kept the gates demandedrfd the Low gave (it). 26And | saw when
he made his form like that of the angels who (werdéhe second heaven, that they saw him, but
did not praise him, for his form (was) like thedrin. 27And again | saw when he descended into
the first heaven, that there he gave the passwuditbse who kept the gates. And he made his
form like that of the angels who (were) on the tdfthat throne, and they did not praise him or
glorify him, for his form (was) like their form. 2d as for me, no one questioned me because
of the angel who led me. 29And again he descentedhe firmament where the prince of this
world dwells, and he gave the password to those (wieoe) on the left, and his form (was) like
theirs, and they did not praise him there; butninyethey were fighting one another, for there is
there a power of evil and envying about triflesAB@ | saw when he descended and made
himself like the angels of the air, that he was line of them. 31And he did not give the
password, for they were plundering and doing vioéeto one another.

11 And after this | looked, and the angel who spiokene and led me said to me,
"Understand, Isaiah son of Amoz, because for thrpgse | was sent from the Lord." 2And |
saw a woman of the family of David the prophet whoname (was) Mary, and she (was) a virgin
and was betrothed to a man whose name (was) Jaseplpenter, and he also (was) of the seed
and family of the righteous David of Bethlehem uadh. 3And he came into his lot. And when
she was betrothed, she was found to be pregnahtlaseph the carpenter wished to divorce her.
4But the angel of the Spirit appeared in this woaldd after this Joseph did not divorce Mary;
but he did not reveal this matter to anyone. 5Aedlid not approach Mary, but kept her as a
holy virgin, although she was pregnant. 6And herditlive with her for two months. 7And after
two months of days, while Joseph was in his hoaisé,Mary his wife, but both alone, 8it came
about, when they were alone, that Mary then lookitd her eyes and saw a small infant, and
she was astounded. 9And after her astonishmenwbadoff, her womb was found as (it was) at
first, before she had conceived. 10And when heb&nd, Joseph, said to her, "What has made
you astounded?" his eyes were opened, and he sanféimt and praised the Lord, because the
Lord had come in his lot. 11And a voice came tarth@o not tell this vision to anyone." 12But
the story about the infant was spread abroad ihlBe¢m. 13Some said, "The virgin Mary has
given birth before she has been married two mohii#But many said, "She did not give birth;
the midwife did not go up (to her), and we did hear (any) cries of pain." And they were all
blinded concerning him; they all knew about himt they did not know from where he was.
15And they took him and went to Nazareth in Galil®@And | saw, O Hezekiah and Josab my
son, and say to the other prophets also who andisby, that it was hidden from all the
heavens and all the princes and every god of thitdwl7And | saw (that) in Nazareth he
sucked the breast like an infant, as was custorntiaay he might not be recognized. 18And when
he had grown up, he performed great signs and leg &t the land of Israel and (in) Jerusalem.
19And after this the adversary envied him and rduke children of Israel, who did not know
who he was, against him. And they handed him tauter, and crucified him, and he descended
to the angel who (is) in Sheol. 20In Jerusalemeéa | saw how they crucified him on a tree,
21and likewise (how) after the third day he andam®d (many) days. 22And the angel who led
me said to me, "Understand, Isaiah.”" And | saw winesent out the twelve disciples and
ascended. 23And | saw him, and he was in the firemnbut was not transformed into their
form. And all the angels of the firmament, and 8ataw him and worshiped. 24And there was
much sorrow there as they said, "How did our Laedagnd upon us, and we did not notice the



glory which was upon him, which we (now) see wasrupim from the sixth heaven?" 25And

he ascended into the second heaven, and he wasmgformed, but all the angels who (were)
on the right and on the left, and the throne inrthiedle, 26worshiped him, and praised him, and
said, "How did our Lord, remain hidden from us asgdescended, and we did not notice?" 27And
in the same way he ascended into the third (heawed)in the same way they praised him and
spoke. 28And in the fourth heaven and also iniftfethey spoke in exactly the same way.
29But there was one glory, and from it he was rastdformed. 30And | saw when he ascended
into the sixth heaven, that they worshiped him arailsed him; 31but in all the heavens the
praise grew louder. 32And | saw how he ascendedti seventh heaven, and all the righteous
and all the angels praised him. And then | sawltleagat down at the right hand of that Great
Glory, whose glory I told you | could not behol@®Ahd also | saw that the angel of the Holy
Spirit sat on the left. 34This angel said to mealdh, son of Amoz, [it is enough for you], for
these (are) great things, for you have observed mdvane born of flesh has observed. 35And
you shall return into your robe until your days eoenplete; then you shall come here." These
things | saw. 36And Isaiah told (them) to all thed® were standing before him, and they sang
praises. And he spoke to Hezekiah the king and $alekse things | have spoken. 37And the
end of this world 38and all this vision will be luight about in the last generation.” 39And Isaiah
made him swear that he would not tell this to teegde of Israel, and that he would not allow
any man to copy these words. 40And then they séadl them. But as for you, be in the Holy
Spirit that you may receive your robes, and therths and crowns of glory, which are placed in
the seventh heaven. 41Because of these visiongraptiecies Sammael Satan sawed Isaiah the
son of Amoz, the prophet, in half by the hand ohlslsseh. 42And Hezekiah gave all these
things to Manasseh in the twenty-sixth year ofreign. 43But Manasseh did not remember
these things, nor place them in his heart, butdeaime the servant of Satan and was destroyed.
